Students not meeting the CCR standard* may
choose to have their application reviewed if they
meet the other eligibility standards AND:
+ have a 2.0 unweighted GPA AND a minimum
of 90% attendance for the current and prior
school years.

* COLLEGE and CAREER READY (CCR)

CCR describes the level of preparedness required for
engaging in college-level courses or entry-level work
experiences. In Maryland, to be designated as CCR,
students must meet one or more of the following criteria:

OPTION 1: Meet the CCR Standard by demonstrating
both Academic Success and Math Mastery. Academic
Success is achieved by earning a high school GPA of
3.00 or higher. Math Mastery may be achieved by either
earning a final course grade of A, B, or Cin Algebra |, OR
by scoring Proficient or above on the Algebra | MCAP
assessment.

OPTION 2: Meet the CCR Standard by scoring Proficient
or above on BOTH the English 10 MCAP assessment AND
the Algebra | MCAP assessment.
